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FACT SHEET

WHAT: 
Historically accurate feature film based on the story of Captain Henry Felder, who fought against British tyranny during America’s Revolutionary War. 
· Previously untold account of Felder’s stance against the British Empire along with other militia leaders in the backcountry of South Carolina from 1776 – 1780. 

· Fight instrumental in diverting British troop energies while George Washington’s army lay nearly defeated far to the North. Rallies militia to fight against Tory loyalists and stall the British under General Cornwallis, giving Washington needed time to revive his forces.
· Unlike the prettified versions of legend, the American Revolution was no simple chess match of bluecoats versus redcoats. All for Liberty portrays how strife predominated between neighbors and friends, eventually destroying communities.

· Story focuses on the price Captain Felder, his family, and community had to pay for their convictions.

· Shot on location in South Carolina and Georgia, using 12 historical sites as well as 14 others, such as the Felder Farm in Calhoun County. Crew included historical advisors. 
WHO:
Henry Felder: German-Swiss son of mercenary brought to America in 1735 to fight against the Cherokee in Charleston. Inherited land and became respected community local leader. 
· Abandoned working with British courts after unpunished crimes and massive taxation against his family.

· Wrote the Articles of Separation from the English King in 1776, months before Jefferson penned Declaration of Independence. 


Clarence Felder: Sixth generation, direct descendent of Henry Felder. After discovering 

heritage, researched and wrote the play, Captain Felder’s Cannons, which was then translated into a script for All for Liberty. Portrays Henry Felder in the film.
