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FEATURE FILM ALL FOR LIBERTY RENEWS INTEREST IN FORGOTTEN HERO
All For Liberty, a feature film portraying the previously untold true tale of Captain Henry Felder and his stance against the British Empire during the American Revolutionary War, depicts accounts of guerilla fighting that occurred in the Backcountry of Orangeburg, South Carolina by Felder and his militia. The film has won three awards from the Accolade Film Competition and its North American premiere is set for April 23, 2009 at WorldFest-Houston International Film Festival.

Producer Ron Mangravite explains, “It was memorable to be able to work with the direct descendant of the main character Captain Felder, Clarence Felder. His decades of acting in major films, television series and on Broadway brought authenticity and power to the film, which was a big issue for us.” The Captain’s struggles, mostly forgotten and absent from history books, were researched by Felder, his sixth-generation great-grandson. 

Renewed interest in the resistance has resulted from Felder’s revival of the story through the play, Captain Felder’s Cannon, and screenplay, All For Liberty. Leading actor, Clarence Felder, says, “This project has led to the rediscovery of historical sites, including Captain Felder’s homestead, his grave, and hiding in plain sight, his two cannons in the middle of the Orangeburg town square.”

Cast and crew banded together to produce the film without the backing of a large studio, replicating the main character’s persistence and struggle against external forces.  Mangravite, further explains, “We wanted to create this movie because it tells the story of a forgotten part of our history.  These people suffered and did so much, yet they have pretty much disappeared from national memory. We walk the ground they did but rarely connect with what happened on that ground.”

All For Liberty explores the heroic story of Captain Felder, a Swiss-German immigrant, who was instrumental in diverting British troops while George Washington’s army lay nearly defeated in the North. Felder’s militia of family and community members resisted Tory loyalists from 1776 to 1781. Felder wrote Articles of Separation from the English King, months before Jefferson’s Declaration of Independence. Director Chris Weatherhead adds, “Captain Felder’s sacrifice, and that of his frontier community, led to the final victory and freedom for the nation. This is a story I feel all Americans, or anyone interested in freedom, can relate to.”

All For Liberty’s world premiere was at the 2009 Beijing International Film Festival. It will have its North American premier at WorldFest Houston and its EastCcoast premiere at the Charleston International Film Festival on April 25, 2009. All for Liberty was produced with support from the South Carolina Arts Commission, the Gaylord & Dorothy Donnelley Foundation and the University of Miami School of Communication.
